Orienteering Australia – IT Committee Meeting Minutes (Draft)

1. Orienteering Australia (OA) Web Site

1.1 Migration of state web sites to use the OA Content Management System (CMS). ACT and very recently WA have been upgraded to use this CMS.  NSW and ?TAS are to migrate in the near future.  SA and Vic are to retain current formats for now.  QLD has recently developed a new site using another CMS although some components (results) remain on the old site.  Cost to use system is $33 or $55 per month for different levels of service (lower rate will have a more delayed response), no specific hosting charges apply.  Content migration cost is negotiable.
1.2 Possible improvements to OA site include a searchable or indexed news listing

1.3 Event results currently maintained in various ways on the state and in some instances club sites.  Blair Trewin’s site has the most complete record of major event results.

1.4 Results and Participation Database – QLD currently have searchable event  results system via the QOA web site.  This is based on a MySQL database maintained by Dane Cavanagh and Tim McIntyre and to which event organisers submit results in a pre-defined file format.  Main issues are getting results in the correct format, matching of participant details in the results with existing participant details and separation of the results part of the QOA web site from the main site.
OA may be able to leverage off the QOA database, although security issues may need to be considered.  At a minimum, application of the database schema used by QOA may be possible.

Participation database will need to integrate with the online event entry system under development.
To assist develop of OA database, the following will be initial steps –
· Develop complete events listing

· Review QOA schema and investigate potential input/integration with this system

· Compile current Australia wide membership database – SA is offering to do this as it will support the 2007 Australian Three Day Carnival entry system

· Develop requirements of participant database to ensure it will support statistical reporting to ASC

2. SPORTident and related issues
2.1 Control unit holders for BSF6/7  sized units have changed

2.2 BSF6 control units - depending on the software version, some require a firmware update to be compatible with the SI card type 6.  The same applies to master stations.  Need to confirm the firmware requirements for the BSF6 units and all states should attempt to upgrade if they haven’t already.  Robin Uppill will provide details to those interested.  NSW and Vic hap upgraded any units required.
2.3 Require all states to prepare an asset register and Robin Uppill will collate.  This will assist satisfying hardware requirements for major carnivals.
