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The OA Technical News contains a detailed update on the OA results system, some recent information and other information for Sport Software users is summarised in this note.

National Calendar Events (Championship and Badge – all disciplines)

States have been asked to load National Calendar event results to the OA system, choose display in National results so for these events.  They will then display on the main results listing as well as any state listing.

When uploading national calendar events, tick the box - “Is event a National Calendar event” so that the results display in National Results.
Tasmanian events – these can be uploaded as a TAB delimited file (see HELP on the site) until an export format the same as the OE format in is available.

State Pages

A link to display state results is available for any results uploaded and that states wish to link from their own sites e.g.

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Australian Club Listing
An updated listing of Australian Clubs is available on the OA web site in a CSV file – see  http://www.orienteering.asn.au/technical/SPORTidentInfo/.

This file contains all clubs, state NOL teams, national teams, New Zealand clubs and codes for all countries affiliated with IOF.  It is in a format for import into an empty archive form where it can be imported into any event.  Clubs not needed can be removed.  This listing has also been used in the 2 OE event templates at the same page, these templates are suitable for age based events and cover 5 or 10 year age classes.
Archive Manager

 A user guide to using the Sport Software Archive Manager has been added. This has been prepared by Bob Mouatt and Norm Foster of the ACT, and also notes some issues to look for that can cause problems with data.
